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Abstract

This article aims to review the theoretical knowledge and sociological
perspectives on gender from the theoretical framework of structural
functionalism, which emphasizes the differences in biological sex and the
assignment of gender roles influenced by the biologically deterministic thinking
prevalent in the 1940s to the flourishing of symbolic interactionist theories in
the 1970s, which describe gender as a socially constructed entity continually
reproduced in everyday life. Gender identity involves interpretation and
reinterpretation through interactions more than it is strictly a biological matter,
leading to queer epistemology in the 1990s, which responds to essentialist
and dualistic identity-based views of gender identity and sexual orientation.
Queer epistemology shifts the paradigm of gender studies from an attempt to
improve gender equality to entirely critiquing the gender system altogether.
By doing so, it rejects the binary categorization of gender and sexual orientation
and challenges heteronormativity by suggesting that eender identity and
sexual orientation are fluid and endlessly definable. This moves towards
post-humanist ideas that reconsider human biological sex as the center of
the gender identity and sexual orientation paradigm, proposing the use of
contemporary technology as a tool for reconstructing gender categorization,
dissolving the differences between women and men in all social dimensions,
whether biological, physical, or socio-cultural. Therefore, this article helps to
build an understanding of the development of sociological concepts regarding
gender and sexuality and evaluates the limitation of past ideas that have

influenced the sociological study on gender, and sexuality.
